Enabling Cookies in your Browser

In Internet Explorer, go to the top of the browser and select Tools, then Internet Options. Under
Privacy, lower the slider to Accept All Cookies.
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In Firefox, select Tools, Options, then Privacy, and change the setting to Remember history.
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In Safari, click the gear icon in the right corner of the browser. Then select Preferences, Security,
and set Accept cookies to either Always or Only from sites | visit.
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In Google Chrome, click on the wrench icon in the right corner of the browser, and select Options.

Then select Under the Hood, and under Privacy, Content Settings. Set Cookies to Allow local
data to be set.
